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THE END

Reaching THE END of a story can be daunting. Early preparation is essential for a successful story ending, regardless of the length of the manuscript. THE END must be approached as if it were closer, ensuring that the beginning and the ending are aligned. Therefore, it is necessary, always, to initiate a story with an orchestrated hook that catches, that holds, and that keeps a reader engaged, while tending THE END.





Beginning to End: Make your first few sentences titillating. This is called the hook. Now that you have the readers interest start introducing the main characters. Limit your personae to avoid shorting out a good rendering. Too many characters can cause confusion for the reader. 





Write in a spine tingling format. The reader will quickly connect to the characters; liking them or hating them. It doesn’t matter; drawing upon those emotions is what is important. Know your characters so well that your writing doesn’t allow them to fall out of step with the other characters, events or situations. That could upset the magnetic field. 





Sentence to Paragraph: A unit of story that 1] supports a single idea, 2] develops the synopsis, and 3] starts the story moving. It has an entrance, middle and ending, and transitionally bleeds into the next paragraph or idea. Words of a paragraph ought to compile a unified train of thought. Without a good sequence, no transition will help with clarity. 


 


Story Conflict: Once the first sentence and the first paragraph are formed, introduce the characters as you establish the conflict and then start resolving it – this is STORY and it starts to arise. If there is a story outline, check it for directional indicators and continue moving the story accordingly, step by step. 





Transitioning: Now that the concept has been mentioned, consider it a factor in writing, that, if neglected, will leave a story lacking clarity, conciseness, intended direction, and stability, just to list a few.

When injecting transitional words like also, however, and finally, or phrases, as a result or when suddenly. Be mindful not to over indulge; some movements along the story line are understood – don’t insult the reader.





Scene/s: Another concept that can’t be neglected: they are important because, 1] they amplify the story synopsis, 2] fill in the outline, and 3] expand and compress actions. Develop complete scenes that build the story in a logical order and propel it toward THE END. 





Writing Elements: Character, Conflict, Plot, Point of view, Site, and Theme have to be regarded because they relate to the action and characters of a story. Check transitions to ensure that they steer the story towards THE END without: 1] the main characters engaged in an active conflict, 2] a second plot still in full swing, or 3] the story headed in a new direction. When THE END is obvious, tie off lose ends and then bring the story to a soft landing.

Last month we talked about podcasting as a marketing tool for authors.  If you visited iTunes � HYPERLINK "http://www.itunes.com" ��http://www.itunes.com� last month after reading part one you may have seen the thousands of podcasts listed in the iTunes catalog. At iTunes you can find podcasts on business and marketing such as social media or Web site development or something just for fun like podcasts on the television show Lost. 


    If you have developed an area of expertise, podcasting is a great way to teach while you promote yourself and your products. If you have written a book on West African cooking, what better way to promote your book than doing a series of podcasts about West African cooking?  Are you an expert in memoir writing, or a great story teller? Produce a series of podcasts to promote your work in these areas. Each time someone downloads your podcast from iTunes they will also download your “show notes”. Show notes give the listener a synopsis of what the podcast covers, but more importantly it gives the listener a link to your Web site. Podcasting is a great way to do two things at once; educate your listeners and build new followers for your book, eBook, or seminar. 


    One of the people making the most of podcasting is Dan Miller. Dan has created a savvy marketing strategy by linking these critical elements: podcasts, Web site with downloadable content, a newsletter, books, eBooks and seminars. I encourage you to use this link to listen to a podcast, and then watch Dan lead you to his Web site, newsletters and other products. Dan has developed a loyal following approaching one hundred thousand listeners! 





Here are the three cardinal rules of podcasting:


Come with great content or don’t come.


Produce a series of podcast, at least 15 to 30. No one wants to invest their time on a podcast that is short- lived.


Treat your audience with respect. Don’t over-commercialize and don’t talk down.





Podcasting can be an invaluable tool in your arsenal of book marketing strategies. Women Who Write will be producing a series of writing related podcasts in 2011 using our members. These podcasts will be posted on our Web site and on our Facebook fan page.
